“For if thou wert cut out of the olive tree which
is wild by nature, and wert graffed contrary to nature
into a good olive tree: how much more shall these,
which be the natural branches, be graffed into their
own olive tree?”” (Romans 11:24)

What an incentive for the believer to give the Gospel to
the Jew.

The great Apostle to the Gentiles is telling
us “how much more shall these, which are the natural
branches, be graffed into their own olive tree?” This
surely refers to the present time. You, as a Gentile,
nave been graffed in now; surely, they can and must be
graffed in now also. Do not try to put off this holy
business of reaching the Jews at some future time. The
word of God says, “...at this present time also there is a
remnant according to the election of grace.” (Romans
i1.5). Someé one said to me, “The Jew had his day, he

0:13-15). The last passage is a quotation from Isaiah
52:7. wnere the prophet goes on to say, “That publisheth
salvation; that saith unto Zion, Thy God reigneth!” What
amessage this makes for the Jew in our day. To publish
salvation to the children of Zion, and tell them their God
reigneth. Israel needs to know the LORD Jesus as their
Salvation and know their King Messiah Who reigneth.
The Apostle Paulis telling us who are Gentile believers,
that the salvation of Israel will mean “life from the
dead " (Romans 11:15). He goes onto say “For as ye in
times past have not believed God, yet have now
obtained mercy through their unbelief. Even so have
these also now not believed, that through your mercy
they also may obtain mercy.” (Romans 11:30-31). The
implicationis, that we show them mercy by giving them
the Gospel. “For God hath concluded them all in
unbelief, that He might have mercy upon all.” (Romans
11:28-32). “So then faith cometh by hearing, and
hearing by the Word of God.” (Romans 10:17).

My dear brethren, will you help us to give the
Word of God to our Lord’s brethren to whom we owe so
much? They were the custodians of the Scriptures,
“Because that unto them were committed the oracles
of God " (Romans 3:2). Surely, we cannot do otherwise
than give them the Word which they first gave to us.

How then shall they call on Him in
Whom they have not believed? And how shall they
believe in Him of Whom they have not heard? And how
shall they hear without a preacher?

As it is written, How
beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of
peace, and bring glad tidings of good things!" (Romans
